The clients have a right to refuse or discontinue the services at any 

times; however, the client has the responsibility to inform their therapist in advance for 

such decision. 

 S Tree Clinical Psychology Clinic’s psychotherapists value scientific and 

professional principles in the use of their clinical experiences. They highly respect the 

clients’ privacy and confidentiality. Clients’ information will not be revealed to the third 

parties without written authorization and professional judgment. However, in case of risk 

of imminent danger to the client or others, the therapists are ethically bound to take 

necessary steps to prevent such danger. 

 In case that a client’s requests are not involved in therapeutic expectation, the S 

Tree Clinical Psychology Clinic’s therapists and staffs have the right to refuse or report 

to the legal authority if necessary.
